RED FLIGHT ~ $18

2018 Paul Hobbs Pinot Noir ~ Russian River Valley, CA 14.1% ABV  $66

Aromas of violet, Morello cherry, and black tea. Velvet tannins on the palate ride along a juicy
backbone of flavors such as cranberry, Blood orange, and Damson plum. The finish is long,
powered behind a crisp acidity and appealing red clay-like minerality.

2020 Bernard Magrez Chateau du Parc ~ Bordeaux, France 14.5% ABV  $22
A 35 year old vineyard composed of merlot, cabernet sauvignon and malbec. A natural balance
in the clay, silt and sand soils, produces a fruity wine offering supple, generous substance.

2018 Montes Alpha Carmenere ~ Valle de Colchagua, Chile 14.5% ABV  $20

Notes of ripe fruits, berries, black plums and candied fruit along with a very interesting toasted
profile that leaves notes of coffee, tobacco, and dulce de leche (caramel). It is smooth on the
palate with very good body and a long, vibrant finish.

2019 Titus Cabernet Sauvignon ~ Napa Valley, CA 14.5% ABV  $55

Aromas are perfumed with notes of blackberry, cherry, blueberries, licorice and freshly roasted
coffee. The entry is smooth, generous with lots of fresh berry and mixed berry pie that rounds
out with lush tannins.

WHITE FLIGHT ~ $13

2019 Borne of Fire Chardonnay ~ Columbia Valley, WA 13.5% ABV  $16
This wine boasts of Columbia Valley terroir with pear and citrus flavors alongside floral notes,
an herbal element and a unique hint of tarragon.

2018 Duca di Saragnano Levantae ~ Italy 13% ABV  $16
A blend of sauvignon blanc, viognier and trebbiano. Well-balanced and rich with citrus, apple
and herbal notes.

2020 Bellechasse Blanc ~ Bordeaux, France 11.5% ABV  $15
Beautiful, intense, almost golden color. Delicious, round and rich with wonderful minerality, ripe
fruit notes, silky texture and velvety mouthfeel.

2021 Gonzalez Bastias Naranjo ~ Chile 12% ABV  $26
A blend of moscatel, torontel and pais. Aromas and flavors of orange peel and peach with a
juicy minerality, medium acidity and a long lasting finish.



SWEET FLIGHT ~ $13

Elio Filippino Moscato ~ d’Asti, Italy 5%  $20
Character is of young and fragrant muscat grapes; just picked. A sweet and ripe flavor.

Old Mason Dark Rose’ ~ West Milton, OH 11.7% $14
Semi-sweet and produced from chambourcin and frontenac grapes. Rich and fruit forward.

San Maurizio Brachetto ~ d’Acqui, Italy 6.5% $17
100% brachetto grapes from the piemonte region. It has a natural sweetness, intense aroma
and low alcohol content.

New Age Sweet Red ~ Mendoza, Argentina 6%  $12
An exciting blend of bonarda and malbec grapes possessing the juicy freshness of just- picked
cherries and raspberries on the palate. The aromas of roses and violets round out the nose.
